ELIGIBILITY:  This trial is open to all dogs 17 inches and under, and over the age of 12 months, 

except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness, 
which may affect a dog’s physical or mental performance.  All dogs do not have to be registered with 
TDAA before the trial. Dogs can register for TDAA on day of trial and send registration with trial 

paperwork. These dogs will have pending numbers until their TDAA number is presented.    

NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS 

The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge 

that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, and that their dogs are 
familiar with and able to perform all obstacles safely. 

All dogs must be on leash or crated at all times except when in the ring or when in a designated 

agility warm-up area. It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior 
of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary 
disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial 

Committee, be asked to leave the trial site. In such case, no refund of any fees paid will be made. 

A Copy of your dog’s Jump Height Card must be attached to the premium or be presented at check-
in. The judge must measure any dog without a jump height card before they can run. 

Food and toys are not permitted in the course area and handlers are not allowed to use whistles or 
other instruments or devices. 

Exhibitors are responsible for being at the ring gate when it is their turn to run. 

Exhibitors may wear shirts or insignia of their training group if they wish. 

At the handler’s option, the dog may wear a flat (buckle or quick release) collar without tags or other 
attachments. Choke collars, pinch collars, electric and dummy electric collars are prohibited. 

Unsportsmanlike conduct, including rough handling or misconduct of any kind, will result in an 
excusal from the ring. 

Exhibitors are responsible for using the designated dog exercise area & picking up after their dogs. 

FOOD & BEVERAGES:  There are many fast food restaurants within a mile of the show site.  

AWARDS:  Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 4th in each jump height in each class. Qualifying 

ribbons will be awarded to all dogs receiving a qualifying score.  Dogs may receive placement 
ribbons without qualifying.   

Site Availability:  Outdoor crating space will be available on the days of the trial beginning at 
7:00am.  All items must be removed from trial site at the close of the trial each day.  ***In the event 
of inclement weather, the trial will be moved to BonaFide Dog Academy, 14840 Grover St.

ENTRY FORM INSTRUCTIONS 

 A copy of your dog’s Jump Height Card must be attached to the premium or be presented 

at check-in. Any dog without a jump height card must be measured before they can run. 

 TDAA agreement must be returned along with each entry. Unsigned, incomplete or 

illegible entries are NOT acceptable and cannot be entered in the trial. Faxed entries 

and/or credit cards cannot be accepted. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry 

fee.  

 The Trial Secretary will add a $25.00 service charge for any returned checks. Subsequent 

returned checks from the same exhibitor may result in their being put on a CASH ONLY 

basis. 

 Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or barred from 

competition by action of the Trial Committee.  

 No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot be opened or completed by reason of riots, 

civil disturbance, fire, weather, and act of God, public emergency, and act of a public 

enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee. 

 Bitches in Season are not permitted in the trial or in the building.  The club will refund all 

but five dollars of the entry fee for bitches unable to compete for that reason. The Trial 

Secretary must receive written notification from a veterinarian of such claim for refund by 

letter before December 9, 2009. Refunds will be mailed after the trial.

Class Information 

STANDARD CLASS: 

     BEGINNER AGILITY—All dogs shall be eligible for participation in this class. There shall be no 

grandfathering of titles from other organizations. 

      INTERMEDIATE AGILITY — Only dogs that have earned the Teacup Beginner Agile Dog (TBAD) 

shall be eligible for participation in this class. 

      SUPERIOR AGILITY  — Only dogs that have earned the Teacup Intermediate Agile Dog (TIAD) or 

Teacup Superior Agility Dog (TSAD) shall be eligible for participation in this class. 

 

GAMES CLASS: 

      GAMES I—All dogs shall be eligible for participation in this class. There shall be no grandfathering 

of titles from other organizations. 

      GAMES II — Only dogs who have earned the Games I (TG1) shall be eligible for participation in 

this class. 

      GAMES III — Only dogs that have earned the Games II (TG2) or Games III (TG3) shall be eligible 

for participation in this class. 

 

HEIGHT DIVISIONS:  Owners are responsible for entering the proper height division. Judges reserve 

the right to measure dogs entered in any trial. At the handler’s option, dogs may be entered in a 

higher height division, but not in a division lower than their proper height division. Dogs that run in a 

height division lower than their proper division will be eliminated. Provisional dogs must be 

measured by a judge. To figure leg to shoulder ratio: Height from the elbow to the ground ÷ height at 

the withers = % (ratio). If that percentage is less than 50% and meets the height requirement then 

the dog can jump at the next lower height.  Dogs without a TDAA height card will need measured at 

the trial.  
• 4‖ jump height - Restricted to dogs measuring 8 inches and under at the withers 
• 8‖ jump height – Restricted to dogs measuring 12 inches and under at the withers 

• 12‖ jump height – Restricted to dogs measuring 15 inches and under at the withers 
• 16‖ jump height – Restricted to dogs measuring 17.‖ or less at the withers.

GAMES CLASSES 

TIME & SCORE--This game is run with a designated sequence of obstacles and a set time limit.  The 

team may start the course over again if there is time remaining on the clock after the first time 

through.  Points are awarded for each obstacle successfully completed.  Scoring is based on points, 

then time. 

 

DARE TO DOUBLE--This game is a simple dog’s choice game.  Teams are given a set amount of time 

to accumulate points and get back to the table before time elapses.  The A-frame is a doubling 

obstacle.  Scoring is based on points, then time. 

 

TOUCH-N-GO--This game consists of contacts and tunnels only.  The ordered course is scored on 

faults, then time. 

 

Blackjack--The purpose of this game is to accumulate 21 points in the fastest time.  Accumulating 

more than 21 points disqualifies the team.  

 

Miniature Golf --There are three courses on the field.  Each course begins with a different tunnel.  

The dog will run whichever course based on which tunnel the dog goes through first.  All sequences 

have the same course time, regardless of the disparity of difficulty. Score is based on time plus 

faults.  Lowest score wins. 

 

Disclaimer:  Judge’s briefing on day of trial supersedes any previous briefings. The judge will 

discuss in more detail the game techniques.

Fast Track Move-Ups 

Titles may be grandfathered from other organizations on a ―Fast Track‖ basis.  A dog with a higher 

title from another organization may move up on the same day to the next level of TDAA competition 

with a qualifying score.  It is possible to move up from Beginner to Superior on the same day, if the 

dog qualifies first in Beginner, and then qualifies again in Intermediate.  Likewise, it is possible to 

move up from Games I to Games III by earning qualifying scores at the lower levels. 

A qualifying score in the lower class is required to move up to the next higher class.  The dog’s 

owner must submit a copy of title certificates for the dog.

Clinic presented by Paul Jensen.  Before the clinic dates, the presenter will 

work with you to design a set of Standard courses and a Game that will be used 

for the trial on April 24-25, 2010.  You will also be working with the presenter 

with the briefings of the game you have been assigned.  It’s very important to 

get your application in early so you have ample time to prepare for the clinic 

weekend.  The Thursday-Friday clinic will consist of lectures and discussions on 

TDAA course design, rules and regulations, and a written examination.  On 

Saturday and Sunday, clinic participants will participate in judging exhibitors 

while being supervised by Mr. Jensen.   

Prerequisites:  Participants must be members in good standing of TDAA, must 

attend the Judge’s Clinic and pass the written and practical tests.  This involves 

a commitment to four FULL days at the BonaFide Judge’s Clinic/Trial April 22-

25, 2010. 

Fees: $125 registration deadline of 3/26/10.  A total of twelve attendees will 

be accepted on a first-paid basis; attendees are responsible for personal travel 

expenses, including but not limited to: gas/mileage, meals, lodging, etc.
